the opening half of the 2005 television season.

Seven’s primetime audience is up 13 per cent this year. Nine is down 7

per cent and Ten has slumped 9 per cent.
Importantly, much of this audience growth is driving through younger
audiences — with Seven up 6 per cent in 18-49s and up 9 per cent in the

network’s core target audience of 25-54s.

Seven has moved past Ten in 18-49s this year, is closing in on Ten in 16-

39s and has opened up a significant audience differential over the number

3 network in 25-54s.
